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The Timurid period, recognized as one of the most artistically rich eras in the history
of post-Islamic Iranian art, is notable for its unparalleled artistic growth and the
emergence of renowned artists. This period has thus become a focal point for art history
scholars. In shaping and enhancing this artistic era, in addition to the artist and their
creative mind, numerous other factors contributed to the formation of artistic objects.
One of the most influential factors in the creation of artistic works has consistently
been art patrons who, driven by various motivations, supported the arts. Among the
most significant of these motivations were economic incentives, which, though often
hidden behind the facade of art patronage, led to the production of unparalleled
artworks during the Timurid period. The role of art patrons and the economic factors
influencing both art and its patrons during this era is undeniable. However, the
fundamental question posed in this study is: What were the key reasons behind the
economic prosperity during the Timurid period, and how did these reasons impact art
patronage? Accordingly, the objective of this study is to explore and analyze the
economic conditions during the Timurid era and to examine the economic motivations
of art patrons in supporting the arts during this period. This research employs a
descriptive-analytical method, with the primary aim being the examination of texts to
identify factors influencing artistic creativity and to analyze the economic conditions
of art patrons. The analysis of these factors is conducted through qualitative research
methods. The findings indicate that economic growth, abundant financial resources,
and war spoils acquired by Timur during his military campaigns across various cities,
along with the agricultural system known as Soyurghal, which witnessed significant
development during this period, led to remarkable agricultural expansion and
economic prosperity in the Timurid era. Consequently, this economic growth
facilitated extensive support from numerous art patrons.

The findings highlight the diverse economic
motivations behind art patronage, including political legitimacy, social prestige, and personal interest in
the arts (Sadeghi & Ahmadi, 2010). The role of economic incentives in fostering artistic production is
evident in the architectural marvels, illuminated manuscripts, and other artistic achievements of the
Timurid period (Takestan et al., 2005). The economic resources available to patrons allowed for extensive
support of artists, leading to the creation of masterpieces that defined the era’s artistic legacy (Mohammadi,
2019).
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This study also delves into the implications of economic factors on art patronage during the
Timurid period (Alahiari et al., 2015). It explores how the economic stability provided by the Soyurghal
system enabled patrons to invest in the arts, viewing such investments as a means of enhancing their social
and political standing (Yar Shater, 1955). The discussion also examines the impact of war spoils on the
economic landscape of the Timurid era, highlighting the redistribution of wealth to patrons who, in turn,
supported artistic endeavors (Ockin, 2007). Furthermore, the section addresses the economic hierarchies
within the artistic community, noting the disparities in financial support among different categories of
artists (Farahani Monfared, 2003). The economic motivations of patrons are analyzed in the context of their
contributions to architectural projects, manuscript production, and other artistic forms, emphasizing the
symbiotic relationship between economic prosperity and artistic flourishing (Kavousi, 2010).

The conclusion underscores the pivotal role of economic factors in shaping the artistic landscape
of the Timurid period. It reiterates that economic prosperity, facilitated by agricultural expansion and war
spoils, provided the financial means for extensive art patronage. The Soyurghal system’s tax exemptions
played a crucial role in enabling patrons to support the arts, while the economic ambitions of patrons drove
them to invest in artistic projects that enhanced their prestige and legitimacy. The conclusion highlights
the enduring legacy of Timurid art, attributing its richness and diversity to the economic conditions that
supported its creation. The study’s findings contribute to a deeper understanding of the economic
dimensions of art patronage during the Timurid era, offering valuable insights into the interplay between
economy and culture in historical contexts.
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
