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Using a descriptive research method, this study analyzes the causes of the
expansion of populism in the world, with a specific focus on Iran. The results
indicate that the hypothesis is confirmed, suggesting that class disparity and
the unequal distribution of wealth provide the groundwork for the emergence
of populism in developing countries, including Iran. In this regard, populism,
meaning mass-oriented politics or demagoguery, is a strategy of advocating for
or pretending to advocate for the rights and interests of the general public
against elites. Political populism, in essence, involves the instrumentalization
of the people to achieve political objectives, posing a risk to Iran given its
current economic and political conditions. Populism is a political doctrine and
strategy that involves supporting or appearing to support the rights and interests
of the general public against elite groups. In the twentieth century, most
"populist” movements were associated with Latin America and India.
However, since the 1980s, such movements have also achieved varying
degrees of success in countries such as Canada, Italy, the Netherlands,
Scandinavia, and the United States. Class disparity and the unequal distribution
of wealth have contributed to the formation of populist governments and even
social movements in developing countries, including Iran. Furthermore,
capitalist and advanced societies in Europe and the United States have
witnessed the emergence and rapid expansion of populism in recent years,
which, to some extent, represents a response to the declining living standards
of the working class and the tensions between modernity and democratic
institutions.
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EXTENDED ABSTRACT

Populism has emerged as a dominant force in global politics, shaping electoral dynamics and
governance strategies in both developed and developing countries. In Iran, the rise and expansion of
populist movements can be traced to deep-rooted socio-economic disparities, political dissatisfaction, and
the absence of strong intermediary institutions such as political parties and independent media. The
theoretical foundation of populism as a political strategy rests on its ability to present itself as the voice
of the common people against elite structures, whether economic, political, or intellectual (Aghabakhshi &
Afshari Rad, 1995). Populist movements tend to thrive in conditions of economic insecurity and
institutional fragility, where political leaders can appeal directly to the masses by promising rapid and
sweeping economic redistribution. In Iran, the populist approach has manifested in various forms,
including direct financial assistance programs, aggressive nationalist rhetoric, and the portrayal of elites
as corrupt and detached from the struggles of ordinary citizens. Studies suggest that this trend is not
exclusive to Iran but is part of a larger global pattern where populist leaders leverage mass grievances to
consolidate political power (Rahigh Agsan, 2005). Historical analysis further indicates that populism often
flourishes during periods of economic downturns or political crises when traditional governance structures
are perceived as ineffective or corrupt (Taggart, 2006). Understanding the mechanisms that fuel populist
expansion in Iran requires a critical examination of the socio-political context in which it operates and the
extent to which populist narratives resonate with the electorate.

The historical roots of populism in Iran date back to the early 20th century, but its contemporary
form gained prominence during the late 20th and early 21st centuries with the emergence of political
figures who positioned themselves as champions of the underprivileged against established elites. The
Islamic Revolution of 1979 set the stage for a new form of populist governance, where political leaders
framed their legitimacy around mass mobilization and direct engagement with the public (Bashiriyah,
2015). This trend continued into the post-revolutionary period, with successive administrations employing
populist rhetoric and policies to maintain political support. Economic populism in Iran has been
characterized by large-scale subsidy programs, government-led economic interventions, and the
prioritization of short-term welfare measures over long-term structural reforms. The reliance on oil
revenues to finance populist policies has exacerbated economic vulnerabilities, making the country
susceptible to external economic shocks and fluctuating global energy markets (Parsania, 2002). Moreover,
political populism in Iran has often been intertwined with nationalist and anti-imperialist discourses,
reinforcing a narrative that external forces, rather than domestic policy failures, are responsible for
economic and social hardships (Rajai, 2000). The dual use of economic and political populism has allowed
Iranian leaders to sustain popular support while circumventing demands for structural political change.

The impact of populism on Iran's democratic institutions and governance structures has been
profound, with both positive and negative implications. On the one hand, populist movements have
facilitated greater political participation by mobilizing previously marginalized groups and fostering a
sense of political inclusion (Charden, 1993). On the other hand, the erosion of institutional checks and
balances, the weakening of civil society, and the concentration of power in the hands of charismatic leaders
have undermined the effectiveness of governance and policy-making. Populist rhetoric has also
contributed to the delegitimization of expert knowledge and institutional decision-making, leading to the
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implementation of policies that prioritize short-term political gains over long-term national interests
(Parsania, 2002). The populist approach to governance has been particularly evident in Iran's electoral
processes, where candidates often resort to grandiose promises of wealth redistribution, economic relief,
and social justice without presenting viable policy frameworks for achieving these goals (Ziba Kalam et
al., 2011). The tendency to bypass traditional policy-making institutions and rely on direct appeals to the
electorate has created a governance model that is highly susceptible to fluctuations in public opinion and
economic conditions, making long-term planning and stability difficult to achieve.

The global resurgence of populism has provided a comparative framework for analyzing its
manifestations in Iran, highlighting both commonalities and unique national characteristics. In many
Western democracies, the rise of right-wing populism has been fueled by concerns over immigration,
economic globalization, and cultural identity, whereas in Iran, populism has been more closely linked to
economic grievances, anti-elitism, and nationalist sentiment (Kashi, 2005). Despite these differences, the
fundamental strategies employed by populist leaders remain consistent across contexts, including the use
of simplistic and emotionally charged rhetoric, the vilification of political opponents, and the promise of
radical change without clear implementation strategies (Rahigh Agsan, 2005). The case of Iran demonstrates
how populism can be both a response to systemic challenges and a contributor to political instability. The
cyclical nature of populist governance, where short-term gains are often followed by economic and
political crises, suggests that without meaningful institutional reforms, Iran is likely to experience
continued fluctuations between populist enthusiasm and disillusionment (Taggart, 2006). Comparative
studies also indicate that populism, when left unchecked, can lead to democratic backsliding, institutional
erosion, and economic mismanagement, further exacerbating the very problems it claims to address
(Bashiriyah, 2015).

The future trajectory of populism in Iran will largely depend on the evolving socio-economic
landscape and the ability of political institutions to adapt to changing public demands. While populist
rhetoric remains a powerful tool for electoral mobilization, the sustainability of populist policies is
increasingly being called into question. Economic constraints, demographic shifts, and the growing role
of digital media in shaping public discourse are likely to influence the nature of populist movements in
the coming years (Rajai, 2000). The challenge for Iranian policymakers will be to balance the immediate
appeal of populist strategies with the need for sustainable and evidence-based governance. Addressing the
structural factors that give rise to populism, including income inequality, political disenfranchisement,
and weak institutional capacity, will be crucial in mitigating its negative consequences and fostering a
more stable political environment (Rahigh Agsan, 2005). The role of civil society, academia, and
independent media in countering populist narratives and promoting informed public debate will also be
critical in shaping the future of Iranian politics (Taggart, 2006). Ultimately, the endurance of populism as
a political force will depend on its ability to adapt to new realities and the extent to which alternative
governance models can offer viable solutions to the challenges faced by Iranian society.

In conclusion, populism in Iran is both a symptom of and a response to broader socio-economic
and political challenges. While it has provided a mechanism for political mobilization and engagement,
its long-term implications for governance and stability remain deeply contested. The interplay between
populism and institutional development will continue to shape Iran's political landscape, raising important
questions about the future of democracy, governance, and economic policy in the country. As populist
movements around the world continue to evolve, Iran’s experience offers valuable insights into the
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complexities and contradictions of populist governance in the modern era. Whether populism remains a
dominant political strategy or gives way to more institutionally driven governance models will depend on
the willingness of political leaders and the electorate to embrace substantive reform and long-term

planning over short-term political expediency.
